Three Commands- In Anointing the Tabernacle:

1. Take the anointing oil, anoint the tabernacle and everything in it ; consecrate It
... and it will be holy (Exodus 40:9).

2. Anoint the altar ...and all its utensils; consecrate the altar, it will be most holy .
(Exodus 40:10).

3. Anoint the basin and its stand and consecrate them. (Exodus 40:11).
