Luke 19:1-10

 Jesus was making His way to Jerusalem to 
be crucified.

 He was just passing through Jericho.

 Perhaps the oldest known city on earth … 
dating back to 7,000 BC.

 Best known for it’s FALL to Israel being led 
by Joshua around 1400 BC.

 A chief Tax Collector under Roman rule.

 Despised by the people as traitors and  as 
oppressive greedy sinners.

 A short man thus unable to see over the 
gathering crowds.

 He wanted to see Jesus …

And Jesus wanted to see him!
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 In Luke 12 we find the rich fool. He stored up for himself 
riches while he was NOT rich toward God.

 In Luke 18 we find the rich young ruler whom Jesus loved 
but the man loved his great wealth more than he loved 
Jesus.

 Judas, Ananias and Sapphira and Simon the sorceror were 
all corrupted by money.

 Zacchaeus was much more in love with Jesus than with his 
money. Money had NO HOLD ON HIM.  (Luke 19:8)

 A Rich Man climbing a sycamore-fig tree.

 He wasn’t going to use any easy excuses to avoid seeing 
Jesus.

 Right below the tree was THE SPOT!! (Luke 19:5)

 He risked ridicule to find REDEMPTION. (Luke 19:7)

 His climbing of that tree was truly a “Golden Moment” 
that would forever change his and millions of others’ 
lives and eternal destinies. 

 The crowd will become curious about Christ while an 
individual will become committed.

 The crowd will be fickle, critical and forget; while an 
individual will follow and remember.

 Jericho’s crowd muttered, He has gone to be a guest of a 
sinner.

 Remember, individuals, not crowds, are converted.
 Yes, on pentecost, 3000 were baptized out of a crowd of over 

250,000. I see those as a small number of individuals out of a 
vast crowd.
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 “Zacchaeus, come down immediately. I must stay at your house 
today.”

He came down at once and welcomed Him gladly. (19:5)

 Repentance… “LOOK, LORD!” Here and now … I’ll give away my 
wealth to the poor … I’ll make restitution X4.

 Today salvation has come to this house … (Luke 19:9)

 Vs 10 For The Son Of Man came to Seek and Save what was Lost.

 Please, no excuses today … climb a tree if needed, for Jesus is at 
4(% 30/4 ȣ so hear Jesus’ call and welcome Him to be your 
Lord and Savior.
